Wiring connection

Suzuki Swift is equipped with an OBDII plug. The plug is on the driver left side above the throttle
pedal. The ECU communicates using the CAN Bus on the OBDII connector. Connector pinout as well as

connection table are shown here below

AIM Logger configuration

Once the ECU connected to the logger, this one is to be configured as connected to that ECU.

Run Race Studio 2 software and follow this path:
Device Configuration —> Select the device you are using;
select the configuration or press “New” to create a new one;
select ECU manufacturer “Suzuki” and ECU Model “Swift_2012”;
transmit the configuration to the device pressing “Transmit”.
